Interspersed with this archive of
place words are biographical essays in which Macfarlane writes of his favorite authors who have
paid close attention to the natural world and who embody in their own work the huge richness of
place languageA¢a -4 «from Barry Lopez and John Muir to Nan Shepard, J. A. Baker, and Roger
Deakin.
