Antonio Veciana is one of the most swashbuckling figures from the underground war against Fidel

Mr. Veciana has produced an autobiographical history of his involvement in Alpha 66. One does not
sense that the author exaggerates his role in any of the events and may even be de-emphasizing
his own importance. That most significant Veciana addition to the knowledge of who Oswald was is
absolutely underplayed and it would seem that more might be added about roles played by others in
Alpha 66. Be that as it may, this is an easy to read, almost conversational discussion of Veciana’s
dedicated work. The reader should develop an appreciation of why Veciana remained in the
background of assassination investigation. | also am left wondering if he might have indicated more
